Amare (Swan Reserve): With a name meaning “to love”, guests will fall for this casual upscale venue
inspired by the tastes and cultures of the Mediterranean region. The menu focuses on highlighting fresh
premium ingredients popular in the area, including a wide variety of seafood, citrus, olive oils, pasta and
pitas.

The restaurant will feature an extensive Mediterranean-based wine list featuring several specialized wine
flights with selections from across the region.

The Fountain (Dolphin): This ice cream fountain and snack shop is the ideal stop for crisp salads,
custom-grilled burgers and a delectable array of hearty sandwiches and sweet treats.

Picabu (Dolphin): Picabu, for whom the restaurant is named, is an artful animated wood-carved
character adding excitement to the dining experience. The 24-hour fare, served cafeteria style, includes
hot and cold sandwiches, pizza and other favorites, perfect for family dining. A Taqueria section allows
guests to custom-order tacos and burritos.

Java (Swan): Escape for sweet and savory breakfast options as well as sandwiches, wraps, salads and
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desserts throughout the day at this convenient grab-and-go. The venue also serves a variety of wines,
beer, juices teas, espressos, frappés and coffees, including a special Nitro Brew, cold brewed with liquid
nitrogen.

Some of the offerings include a Cold Fashioned, featuring Four Roses Small Batch Bourbon, angostura
bitters and fresh citrus; a Mango Margarita and a Paloma, which contains a blend of Herradura Silver
Tequila and fresh grapefruit juice.
